Instructions to Authors

Indian Journal of Gynaecological Endoscopy invites original articles based on studies, observations and clinical cases in the field of gynaecological endoscopy, endoscopic surgery and minimally invasive Gynaecology. Review articles may be submitted after prior consultation with the editor. The article should not be published or under consideration by any other journal except as an abstract. Prior presentation or publication of an abstract should be mentioned as a footnote to the title.
The copyright ownership of all material accepted for publication must be transferred to the journal. A covering letter signed by all authors must accompany the submission stating that “the copyright ownership of the article is transferred to the journal in the event that it is published, the article is original, and is not under consideration by another journal.”
Manuscripts can be submitted by post or electronic mail.

Preparation of manuscript

The manuscript may be submitted on a CD or by electronic mail. Primary author must obtain permission from the publisher to reproduce any material included in the manuscript which has been previously published, and attach with the submission.
Manuscript must be arranged in the following order: Title page, Abstract, Text, References, Tables, and Legends for figures.
Title page should contain the following:


- Full title of manuscript


- The first and last names of each author with highest academic qualification (not honorary degrees), and the department and institutional affiliation for each author. Please provide no more than two professional affiliations for each author. These will appear as a footnote on the first page of the article.
- The name, address, telephone, fax, and email of the author to whom correspondence should be addressed
Text should be arranged in the order of Introduction, Patients and Methods, Results, Discussion, Acknowledgments, where appropriate.
References should be numbered in the order that they are cited in the text, and the reference number should appear in the text as superscript. Unpublished observations must not be included in the reference list. The reference style and format and the journal title abbreviations should conform to the style adapted by the National Library of Medicine (NLM). Sample references for the citation format can be viewed at the NLM website: http://www.nlm.nih.gov/bsd/uniform_requirements.html

Legends for figures and tables should be brief and self sufficient, not referring to the text for explanation.

Types of articles

Original articles: Articles on original research will be considered under this section. These manuscripts require a structured abstract including Objective, Design, Patients, Interventions, Results and Conclusion, the total word count not exceeding 200 words.

Case reports: Interesting clinical cases with unusual presentation, complications, outcome or take home message for clinical management can b e submitted. The text including Introduction, Case report and Discussion, and References should not exceed 1500 words, and should not have more than two figures. This section does not require a structured abstract. The abstract should be a paragraph not exceeding 150 words.
Through the endoscope: will include brief report with a high resolution colour endoscopic image and a short description not exceeding 200 words.

Technology and techniques: Innovations in instrumentation or techniques used in endoscopic surgery pertinent to gynaecological surgery will be considered under this section.

Page proofs will be sent by email to the corresponding author, and must be returned within 48 hours. Major alterations are not permissible at the time of proof correction.
